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Prof. Mario Plebani

El Prof. Mario Plebani (Schio, Vicenza, Italia) es una de las figuras mas influyentes de la
Medicina de Laboratorio a nivel internacional. Se gradud y doctoré en Medicina summa cum
laude en la Universidad de Padua, donde también se especializé en Medicina de Laboratorio
y en Gastroenterologia. Ha desarrollado toda su carrera académica y profesional en dicha
universidad, de la que fue Decano de la Facultad de Medicina (2016-2019), miembro del
Consejo de Direccidon (2012-2016) y Director de la Escuela de Posgrado en Patologia Clinica y
Bioquimica Clinica (2007-2020). Actualmente es Profesor Honorario de Bioquimica Clinica y
Biologia Molecular Clinica en Padua, Profesor Honorario en la Universidad de Buenos Aires y
Profesor Adjunto en la University of Texas Medical Branch (Departamento de Patologia).

Ha ocupado puestos de liderazgo nacional e internacional, entre ellos la presidencia de la
Sociedad ltaliana de Bioquimica Clinica, de la Federacion Italiana de Sociedades de Medicina
de Laboratorio (FISMELAB) y de la International Society of Enzymology. Fue también miembro
del Comité Ejecutivo de la IFCCy actualmente es presidente de la EFLM. Actualmente es Editor
Jefe de las revistas Clinical Chemistry and Laboratory Medicine (CCLM) y Diagnosis, dos de
las publicaciones de mayor impacto en el ambito de la medicina de laboratorio, ademas de
Presidente de QILABMED, spin-off de la Universidad de Padua.

Su produccidn cientifica es extraordinaria: mas de 1.800 articulos en revistas cientificas revi-
sadas por pares, libros y capitulos, con un indice H superior a 129 y mas de 55.000 citaciones.
Ha sido conferenciante invitado en congresos de gran prestigio internacional, incluyendo las
reuniones de la AACC y los congresos EuroMedLab de IFCC-EFLM en multiples ediciones.

Ha recibido numerosos premios y distinciones internacionales, entre los que destacan el King
Prize (1991), el AACC Award for Outstanding Clinical Laboratory Contributions to Patient
Safety (2008), el IFCC Distinguished Award for Laboratory Medicine and Patient Care (2014),
el NACB Award for Outstanding Contributions to Clinical Chemistry (2014), y el AACC Award
for Outstanding Service to the Profession of Clinical Chemistry (2019) and the Roman Lecture
Award by the Australasian Association of Clinical Biochemistry (AACB)-

Ademas, ha sido ponente invitado en los congresos mas relevantes de nuestra especialidad a
nivel global, consolidando su papel como una de las figuras mas influyentes en el desarrollo
de la Medicina de Laboratorio contemporanea.

Sus principales areas de investigacion se centran en la gestién de la calidad en medicina de
laboratorio, los errores diagndsticos, los biomarcadores en cancer y enfermedades cardiovas-
culares, y el diagnéstico de alergias in vitro.
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Prof. Mario Plebani (Schio, Vicenza, Italy) is one of the most influential figures in Laboratory
Medicine worldwide. He graduated and obtained his medical degree summa cum laude
from the University of Padua, where he also specialized in Laboratory Medicine and
Gastroenterology. He has developed his entire academic and professional career at this
university, where he served as Dean of the Faculty of Medicine (2016—2019), member of the
Board of Directors (2012—-2016), and Director of the Postgraduate School of Clinical
Pathology and Clinical Biochemistry (2007—-2020). He is currently Honorary Professor of
Clinical Biochemistry and Clinical Molecular Biology at the University of Padua, Honorary
Professor at the University of Buenos Aires, and Adjunct Professor at the University of Texas
Medical Branch (Department of Pathology).

He has held national and international leadership positions, including the presidency of the
Italian Society of Clinical Biochemistry, the Italian Federation of Laboratory Medicine
Societies (FISMELAB), and the International Society of Enzymology. He was also a member of
the IFCC Executive Board and is currently President of the EFLM. He now serves as Editor-in-
Chief of the journals Clinical Chemistry and Laboratory Medicine (CCLM) and Diagnosis, two
of the highest-impact publications in the field of laboratory medicine, as well as President of
QILABMED, a spin-off of the University of Padua.

His scientific output is extraordinary: more than 1,800 peer-reviewed articles, books, and
book chapters, with an h-index above 125 and over 55,000 citations. He has been an invited
speaker at highly prestigious international conferences, including the AACC Annual Meetings
and multiple editions of the IFCC-EFLM EuroMedLab Congresses.

He has received numerous international awards and distinctions, including the King Prize
(1991), the AACC Award for Outstanding Clinical Laboratory Contributions to Patient Safety
(2008), the IFCC Distinguished Award for Laboratory Medicine and Patient Care (2014), the
NACB Award for Outstanding Contributions to Clinical Chemistry (2014), and the AACC
Award for Outstanding Service to the Profession of Clinical Chemistry (2019).

In addition, he has been a guest lecturer at the most relevant congress in our specialty
worldwide, consolidating his role as one of the most influential figures in the development
of contemporary Laboratory Medicine.

His main research areas focus on quality management in laboratory medicine, diagnostic
errors, biomarkers in cancer and cardiovascular diseases, and in vitro allergy diagnostics.
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
